General
The SANOVO Egg Washers are available with capaci-ties from 
10.800 (30 cases) up to 162.000 (450 cases) eggs per hour, and 
exist in two different types: 
 
  	 The SW Washers with washing cabinet with brush modules 		

	 (for carousel type of breakers). 

  	 The SW Modular Washers with a Double-Action Washing  
	 System with a combination of brushes and spray nozzles (for 	
	 linear type of breakers).

The modular washers are available in different lengths and wash 
times with a variable number of brush and spray modules for 
maximum washing performance for different qualities of eggs. The 
modular system prevents excessive washing with a consequent 
loss of eggs and reduced yield (see next page).

Operational Description
Eggs entering the SW Washer on the roller table are washed with 
brushes having a high egg-to-brush contact for an optimal wash-
ing. Integrated spray nozzles result in an improved egg cleaning 
(only on modular washers). 
 
A pump is constantly spraying water over the brushes, and the 
water passes a ýlter shelf(s) being re-circulated back to the water 
tank below the washer cabinet. 

To obtain an efýcient cleaning a detergent is added to the wash 
water, which is warmed up to 48°C by direct steam injections, or 
alternatively by an indirect steam heating system.

The side doors give excellent access to the brush and spray mod-
ules, which are easily removed for inspection and cleaning.
